TIPS AND TAGS FOR XHTML
Getting Started

--Open whatever text editor your computer has (Macs and PCs are different), such as Text Edit or Notepad.  Better still, download Notepad++ for more functionality and for code that appears in color: http://notepad-plus-plus.org/download/v6.1.3.html 
--Save your document as an .html file.

--Begin coding in the text editor.
--Save your document again.

--In your browser (Firefox, Safari, Chrome, etc.), go to “open file” and open the document you created.  You will see your code as it would appear on the web. (The code, however, is not live at this point. That means no one can see it but you.)

Tags You Need to Know
You will be expected to know the following XHTML tags:

Doc PUBLIC "-//W3C//DTD XHTML 1.0 Transitional//EN" "http://www.w3.org/TR/xhtml1/DTD/xhtml1-transitional.dtd">
<html xmlns="http://www.w3.org/1999/xhtml">

 [You do not have to memorize this one, rather you can copy-paste it as needed.  Just be aware that the doctype tag for XHTML is different than that used for old HTML.]

There are also many tags for special punctuation.  You can look these up if ever you need them; you do not need to memorize them. 

YOUR XHTML QUIZ!!!
For your XHTML quiz, you will need to:

1) Just type <!DOCTYPE html…> for doctype so you do not have to memorize the whole string.

2) Hand-code an address as it would appear on an envelope if you were writing a letter to your grandma. (The address does NOT need to be placed centrally, the way an address occupies the center of an envelope.)  You can use a fake address to protect your grandma’s privacy. If your grandma lives abroad, use the address conventions for that country. If your grandma is no longer with us, use her last address or an invented address. THERE SHOULD BE NO SPACES BETWEEN LINES IN THE ADDRESS. 
3) Above it, hand-code your return address. This, too, can be an invented address for privacy. THERE SHOULD BE NO SPACES BETWEEN LINES IN THE ADDRESS. 
4) Create a horizontal line in between the two addresses.  Put at least two spaces above the line and at least two spaces below the line.
